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John 1:42 
42 He brought Simon to Jesus. Now when Jesus Looked at him, He Said, 
“You are Simon the son of Jonah. You shall be called Cephas” (which is translated, a Stone).

Mark 1:16-18 
16 And as Jesus walked by the Sea of Galilee, He Saw Simon and Andrew his brother casting a net into the sea; for they were fishermen. 
17 Then Jesus Said to them, “Follow Me, and I will make you become fishers of men.” 
18 They immediately left their nets and followed Him.

36 Simon and those who were with Him searched for Him.

25 Now in the fourth watch of the night Jesus went to them, Walking on the sea. 
28 And Peter answered Him and said, “Lord, if it is You, Command me to come to You on the water.” 
29 So He Said, “Come.” And when Peter had come down out of the boat, he walked on the water to go to Jesus. 
30 But when he saw that the wind was boisterous, he was afraid; and beginning to sink he cried out, saying, “Lord, save me!” 
31 And immediately Jesus stretched out His Hand and caught him, and Said to him, “O you of little faith, why did you doubt?” 
32 And when they got into the boat, the wind ceased. 

Matthew 15:15-16 
15 Peter answered and said to Him, “Explain this parable to us.”

18 Most assuredly, I Say to you, when you were younger, you girded yourself and walked where you wished; but when you are old, you will stretch out your hands, and another will gird you and carry you where you do not wish.”               19 This He Spoke, signifying by what death he would glorify God. 20 Then Peter, turning around, saw the disciple whom Jesus Loved following, who also had leaned on His breast at the supper, and said, “Lord, who is the one who betrays You?”

4 Finding disciples, we stayed there seven days. They told Paul through the Spirit not to go up to Jerusalem.
10 As we stayed many days, a certain prophet named Agabus came down from Judea. 	
11 When he had come to us, he took Paul’s belt, bound his own hands and feet, and said, “Thus Says the Holy Spirit, ‘So shall the Jews at Jerusalem bind the man who owns this belt, and deliver him into the hands of the Gentiles.’ ”
13 Then Paul answered, “What do you mean by weeping and breaking my heart? For I am ready not only to be bound, but also to die at Jerusalem for the Name of the Lord Jesus.”

Acts 23:11
11 The following night the Lord Stood by him and Said, “be of good cheer, Paul; for as you have testified for Me in Jerusalem, so you must also bear witness at Rome.”

Acts 27:23-25
23 There stood by me this night an angel of the God to Whom I belong and Whom I serve, 
24 saying, ‘Do not be afraid, Paul; you must be brought before Caesar; and indeed God has Granted you all those who sail with you.’ 
25 Therefore take heart, men, for I Believe God that it will be just as it was Told me.

Acts 28:30-31 
30 Paul dwelt two whole years in his own rented house, and received all who came to him, 
31 preaching the Kingdom of God and teaching the things which concern the Lord Jesus Christ with all confidence, no one forbidding him.

Romans 1:1, 9, 14-16 
1 Paul, a bondservant of Jesus Christ, called to be an apostle, separated to the gospel of God	
9 God is my witness, Whom I serve with my spirit in the gospel of His Son, that without ceasing I make mention of you always in my prayers, 
14 I am a debtor both to Greeks and to barbarians, both to wise and to unwise. 
15 So, as much as is in me, I am ready to preach the gospel to you who are in Rome also. 
16 For I am not ashamed of the gospel of Christ, for it is the Power of God to Salvation for everyone who Believes, for the Jew first and also for the Greek. 
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2 I know a man in Christ who fourteen years ago--whether in the body I do not know, or whether out of the body I do not know, God Knows--such a one was caught up to the third Heaven. 
3 And I know such a man--whether in the body or out of the body I do not know, God Knows-- 
4 how he was caught up into Paradise and heard inexpressible words, which it is not lawful for a man to utter. 
5 Of such a one I will boast; yet of myself I will not boast, except in my infirmities. 
6 For though I might desire to boast, I will not be a fool; for I will speak the truth. But I refrain, lest anyone should think of me above what he sees me to be or hears from me.
7 Lest I should be exalted above measure by the abundance of the Revelations, a thorn in the flesh was given to me,           a messenger of darkness to buffet me, lest I be exalted above measure. 
8 Concerning this thing I pleaded with the Lord three times that it might depart from me. 
9 And He Said to me, “My Grace is sufficient for you, for My Strength is made perfect in weakness.”                           Therefore most gladly I will rather boast in my infirmities, that the Power of Christ may rest upon me. 
10 Therefore I take pleasure in infirmities, in reproaches, in needs, in persecutions, 
in distresses, for Christ’s sake. For when I am weak, then I am strong.

Galatians 1:11-12
11 I make known to you, brethren, that the gospel which was preached by me is not according to man. 
12 For I neither received it from man, nor was I taught it, but it came through the Revelation of Jesus Christ.

Galatians 2:15-16
15 We who are Jews by nature, and not sinners of the gentiles, 
16 knowing that a man is not justified by the works of the law but by Faith in Jesus Christ, even we have Believed in Christ Jesus, that we might be Justified by Faith in Christ and not by the works of the law; for by the works of the law no flesh shall be justified. 						
		
1 Thessalonians 2:4-5	
4 As we have been approved by God to be entrusted with the gospel, even so we speak, not as pleasing men, but God Who Tests our hearts. 
5 For neither at any time did we use flattering words, as you know, nor a cloak for covetousness – God is witness.
